
Read Anything Good Lately? by Dan Whitmarsh 
In Angels, Worms, and Bogeys, Michelle Clifton-

Soderstrom tells the story of the early Pietists, men and 

women involved in a powerful move of the Spirit that 

refreshed and renewed the Church in Europe.  Pietism 

had its roots in the Lutheran Church in Germany, but 

quickly spread across the continent and around the 

world.  In many ways, we in the Covenant Church owe 

our heritage to these people who made a fresh commit-

ment to life-giving obedience to Christ. 

What caught my attention as I read through this 

book was the simplicity that lay behind the Pietistic re-

vival.  It was no great theology, no particular system or 

structure; it wasnôt even the result of particularly power-

ful preaching.  Instead, it found its strength in a much 

simpler place: common men and women reading their 

Bibles, and applying the truths they read. 

The genius of Pietism was the recognition that God 

spoke through his Word, and that all men and women 

could find life, hope, and meaning there.  Truth wasnôt 

solely the possession of trained clergy; Truth was the 

person of God, speaking through his word as men and 

women were guided by the Spirit.  Across Germany this 

movement spread, and more and more ordinary individu-

als began to gather together to read the Bible anew. 

The movement spread to Sweden, and these read-

ing groups, known as Conventicles, sprung up in villages 

and towns alike.  And a funny thing happened; as these 

plain farmers read Godôs word, it came alive to them 

like never before.  They began to take their faith seri-

ously, and they discovered a newfound joy in their walk 

with Christ.  As many of these Swedish Pietists immi-

grated to the U.S., they brought with them their passion 

and love for Bible reading and discussion.  The Spirit 

moved through these people, and many of them banded 

together to form the Evangelical Covenant Church. 

Itôs happened in many other places, of course.  Itôs 

not just the Pietists with their Conventicles.  John 

Wesleyôs small groups established a very similar pattern.  

People got together, they read and studied the Bible, 

they applied what they learned, and the world was 

changed.  The Kingdom of God grew.  Faith and joy in 

the Lord spread like wildfire.  All because normal people 

gathered together with no agenda but to read the Bible 

together. 

Sometimes Iôm afraid we overthink the issue of 

Bible study.  Too many have said to me, ñI could never 

lead a Bible study; I donôt have any training.ò  Donôt 

hear me saying that training and education are a bad 

thing, or completely unnecessary.  But in the end, the 

real issue is people opening themselves to the Spirit and 

opening this Book together.  Powerful things have hap-

pened when people read this Book.  Powerful things will  

happen when we gather around this Book. 

Clifton-Soderstrom writes that one of the goals for 

Conventicle gatherings ñwas simply to read Scripture 

together and reflect on its meaning for life. . .Reading 

Scripture together gave more opportunity for the Word 

to penetrate their lives and for the Holy Spirit to trans-

form them more deeply in their faith.ò 

For the last year weôve held back a bit on the num-

ber of Bible studies at Lakebay, mostly so we could fo-

cus some time and energy into the Alpha program.  But 

weôve got a year of that under our belt, and itôs time to 

get back into the practice of reading the Bible together.  

Itôs time to seek a renewed movement of the Spirit that 

can only come when we open up Godôs Word, and open 

ourselves to his Spirit.  All we need is some people to 

decide to take the plunge, to gather together, to read.
