For almost 2 years, a very dedicated group of parish-
ioners have been exploring and discerning and talking
about our present and future building needs at St.
Paul’s. I’m sure when they signed up to be on the
“Building Expansion Committee” at Annual Meeting in
January of 2008, they thought they’d be focusing on

drawings with an architect.
And while they have gotten

to do some of that, they have
worked very hard this past

year on a deeper issue — the real “foundation,” in my
opinion, of any building campaign. With the help of
our consultant Becky Earl, they have been exploring
who we are as a parish and whatwe feel we should be
doing in God’s name. 
They presented a draft of their findings at our last
Annual Meeting and continued to work and explore
based on the feedback they heard. They’ve met with
the vestry, continued to work and explore based on that
discussion as well. In short, they have been working
long and hard. 
On Sunday, June 20, they presented to the parish what

they feel we should be focusing on immediately as well
as challenging us to think about some big longer term
goals. I loved how they had us break into smaller
groups and go on a “walking tour” of the building with
“newcomer eyes.”This really got parishioners think-
ing and the discussion that followed (after the 8 and 10
a.m. services) was very fruitful.
Your vestry is so impressed with their work (and so

grateful for it) that we are basing our budget develop-
ment and fall pledge campaign on it.
Please continue to pray about the immediate and

longer term program goals they have highlighted and
continue to give them your feedback. For only after we
have lived into these recommendations can we know
what implications there will be for our buildings. 
And please make sure to thank the current members

Greetings from the United Valley Interfaith Project.
We hope you are enjoying the summer. UVIP Leaders
have been busy preparing for our first ever Support
Book campaign, working on the housing and trans-
portation issue teams, and building off our Base Camp
training to plan a Candidates Summit for the fall

As many of you know, UVIP is in the planning stages
of our first fundraising campaign. Our approved 2010
budget includes projected income from a campaign and
as a young non-profit organization it is crucial that we
raise money beyond dues and grants. We call this the
UVIP Support Book Campaign and it includes UVIP
Leaders reaching out to businesses, organizations and
individuals and asking that they buy an ad that will be
published in the Support Book. We will be having a
training for the campaign on July 8 at 6:30 p.m. at
Lebanon United Methodist Church. All are invited to
attend and participate in training. 
The Housing Team officially said good-bye to our

convener, Rich Kremer and welcomed Anne Jette as
our temporary convener for June and July. We thank
Rich for all his hard work; he will be missed as he
spends the next year in Germany. 
At our June meeting we identified organizations and

businesses to build relationships with and ask to buy an
ad in the Support Book. UVIPLeaders conducted
research actions on weatherization with the Sustainable
Energy Research Group and Southeastern Vermont
Community Action. UVIPLeaders continue to be
involved with Claremont churches in establishing a
cold weather emergency shelter. 
The Transportation Team identified businesses and

organizations to build relationships with and ask to buy
an ad in the Support Book. We have a specific focus on
those that will benefit from the work of the
Transportation Team on establishing a new flex route
between Alice Peck Day campus, the Lebanon Green
and Centerra. 
Lastly, UVIP Leaders met with leaders of the Granite

State Organizing Project to plan our Candidate’s
Summit to be held in the fall.

Here are some notes from Dick Davis about comments
received at the Building/Discernment Committee Meetings
Sunday June 20th after 8:00 & 10:00 a.m. services.

Parishioner Comments 
Meeting after the 8 a.m. service:
n Entrance to church is an issue.
n We need a "new look" - no "chicken coop"
n We have 3 entrances!!!
n Signage on the front door - too small, not clear (parish
hall)
n Need walkway from sidewalk to parking lot (now must
walk over grass)
n There is no inside signage
n "My first time at St. Paul's was a Wednesday and I
walked into an AA meeting!!"
n I tried St. Thomas and they had no parking.
n What are the plans to add to the building behind the
parish hall?
n On average 53 cars in the parking lot, and the lot is
designed for less than 50.
n Are we growing and do we feel it?
n We started with an architect and then went back and
questioned "the why" or what's God' calling us for our
focus and purpose?
n "I know there is a Sanctuary in here somewhere, fortu-
nately I followed some people and found it"!!!!
n Add signage "to church" from the parish hall.
n Greatest importance to new people is the entrance.
n It is really important that we are looking at the min-
istries rather than just the building.
n "First impressions are lasting impressions"
n "I wish we could utilize the front entrance (on Hartford
Rd.)  and go directly into the Narthex.
n "At least - unlock the front door"!!!
n The parish hall appears cluttered.
n Friends have asked me "there's a church up there?"
n Could we have self closing bathroom doors, and relo-
cate the light switches so they don't leave you in the dark?
n Maybe we need some small "maps" of where the key
spaces are.
Observations - Comments After 10 a.m. service
About 30 attended.
n Place large "church signs" on brick siding rather than
white part (north side)
n "Treat" white siding of ends of parish hall. Can we out-
line "cross" and paint?
n "Chicken coop" causes some of members to "duck" as
they go through it.
n Can we have a visible "cross" at entrance

n Handicapped parking is not located efficiently (entrance
is not ADA accessible (parish hall). Only the entrance into
the Narthex near the Memorial Garden is ADA accessible. 
n Building is for "insiders" (no signage because we know
where places are located).
n Put bathroom switches inside the bathrooms
n Doesn't look like a church - confusing message.
n Arrows, signs are needed.
n Roof can be more "churchy".
n Add space/room/tower in the "L" between the front of
church and Narthex.
n Develop a framed floor plan and post it.
n Focus is youth/feeding/energy efficiency
n Extend ourselves rather than just the building
n Overgrown shrubbery on front and end of parish hall
detracts from buildings.
n Landscaping should say "welcome"  (overgrown does not
send this message)
n New coat rack (parish hall)
n Open ideas from architects in a "contest" form - get cre-
ative.
n Post ministry chairs, members, etc.
n Consider windows at end of parish hall. 
n Use curtains, sheers, and blinds in all windows in the
parish hall.
n Create an alternate to "chicken coop" which has a church
look (cross, roof lines, etc.
n Tile on floors is more handicap friendly.
There were about 30 parishioners in attendance. Most took a
walking tour led by Judy Barwood, Pam Hanson and Dick
Davis. 

Notes from the All-P arish Meeting On Discernment

About 40 parishioners stayed following the services to hear
an update on the Building Discernment Committee’s activi-
ties.

We gave out copies of the Vision Statement Chart which
we compiled showing the five main areas identified:
Worship, Caring, Hospitality, Service and Spiritual Growth.
(Copies are available on the table in the narthex.)
Priorities for immediate, short-term goals were discussed

such as increased visibility and signage which could be
accomplished easily with little cost.The Vestry gave accept-
ance and encouragement to pursue the short-term goals
immediately.
Next step: Continue development of the short-term goals
and to determine our next steps in conjunction with the
long-term goals.
There seemed to be much excitement and participation as

we shared what could be done now.

From Judy Barwood:
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ON FATHER’S DAY, THE SERMONS WERE ABOUT
HOW FATHERS HAVE INFLUENCED OUR FAITH. HERE
ARE HIGHLIGHTS FROM HARRY KENDRICK’S AND
BRUCE LATHER’S TALKS. THANKS FOR ALLOWING
PORTIONS TO BE REPRINTED IN “THE VINE.”

HARRY KENDRICK
Nancy asked me to talk about how my father (or grandfa-
ther) influenced my faith and influenced me as a father and
grandfather. ... This is not something that I have ever given
much thought to, but I do know that my core values for life
and faith come from my family and especially my father. He
has always been the person I most admired and wanted to
emulate with my life. 

His father, (Harry Kendrick), died when he was only five
years old, so he was raised by his mother and her father (my
great grandfather). My father really admired and respected
his grandfather, who was a Civil War Surgeon, family doc-
tor, Massachusetts state legislator and an agnostic. Dr.
Oliver was a tremendous role model for my Dad, but I
expect my father’s faith came from his mother. 

As a child and young adult he attended the Unitarian
church. One thing I know about that faith is that they do not
believe in the Trinity. However, prior to marrying my moth-
er, (a life time Anglican/Episcopalian), he decided to get
baptized by the Unitarian minister. I am not sure why, but it
had something to do with his impending marriage to my
mother. I’ve been told that the Unitarian minister baptized
him in the name of the “Father, Son and Holy Ghost.” My
father’s sister (a lifetime Unitarian) was flabbergasted and
questioned why he did that. The response was that he was
marrying an Episcopalian and that is what they believed.
My father would later become an Episcopalian and both my
brother and I have been active in the church all of our lives.

My father was a humble man who lived a Christian life. He
always thought of others first, and he truly loved my mother.
In fact the only time I can recall my father getting mad at
me in a harsh tone was when he felt I had been disrespectful
to her. His reaction was something I will always remember
and believe me I never spoke disrespectfully to her ever
again. 

I did not want to ever do anything to disappoint my father.
Not because I was afraid of him, or thought he might hit me.
It was because I loved and respected him so much that I
wanted him to be proud of me. 
He was not a Bible Thumping Christian, but he was one that

lived the faith. His kindness, respect and love for other peo-
ple is what I remember and hopefully it is what I have passed
on to my children and will pass on to my grandchildren.

His true love was working with flowers. I really think his
faith was based upon the life of a flower. One day we were
looking at some flowers that were blooming and he said to
me “If any one is ever questioning the existence of God all
they have to do is look at a flower. There has to be a God to
have something so beautiful come out of the ground.”

My faith is much like my father’s. It is personal and based
upon a belief in people, love for my family and a belief in
the future. I thank him for giving me these gifts.

BRUCE LATHER
It’s at least a small miracle I’m here today, because my dad,
Frank Lather, was an Army-Air Force bomber pilot during
World War, flew 26 missions and barely survived some of
them.

To say that my father had some influence on me is like say-
ing that water is wet. My dad was a lifelong spritualist.
Their most distinguishing feature of belief is that spirits of
the “dead’’ residing in the spirit world can be contacted by
mediums.

I don’t think it’s unfair to say that he had a healthy respect
for Jesus as a prophet, and he certainly believed in the same
loving God that we as Christians do. My father also
believed in the golden rule. ... In large part because of my
dad’s example, I try to practice that often.

When my brother and I were growing up in Claremont, my
dad would often take my mom and us on day or sometimes
week-long trips around New England. ... Even more impor-
tant than these family outings were the feelings I seem to
always have had of being deeply loved.

My dad and I loved talking baseball -- He was an avid Red
Sox fan as I am. He took me to Fenway Park many times
when I was a kid and games were much more affordable. ...
In addition to being father and son, we were really good
frineds. 

My dad has been gone for 6 years now, but I still think of
him many times a day. Like everyone else, he wasn’t per-
frect, but I never doubted for a moment he loved me with all
his heart and soul.
